On January 26 we saw a handful (4-67?) of old wind slab avalanches of various ages. The most recent and largest
appearing, but still not very fresh, was on the north side of Scotch Bonnet (attached photo). Most were D1-D1.5,
the dlide pictured was D1.5-2.
